Erection of 4 No. buildings folllowing demolition of existing buildings in connection with existing research and development facility
Dear Secretary of State
I am writing to urge you to reject the above planning application.  

The ‘Planning System: General principles’ document published by your Department states: “Planning authorities, in exercising their functions, also need to have regard to the general requirements of other legislation”.

Section B, paragraph 4 of Annex III ‘Requirements for establishments and for the care and accommodation of animals’ to the EUROPEAN DIRECTIVE 2010/63/EU ON THE PROTECTION OF ANIMALS USED FOR SCIENTIFIC PURPOSES states: ‘Dogs shall where possible provided with outside runs’. This provision has been stipulated following a lengthy, international scientific consultation process and is required to help meet the animals’ welfare needs. The UK Government is in the process of transposing this Directive. 

However, the application states that dogs will not have access to the outside, in order to prevent noise and odour pollution: 
“This redevelopment provides all of the animal housing, including the exercise areas, entirely inside the buildings (i.e. no outside exercise areas).”

In determining the original application, the local planning authority overlooked this consideration. 

I therefore submit that the appeal should be refused as it breaches requirements of other legislation. The proposed breach of animal welfare legislation raises serious ethical and public confidence issues, as reflected in the Government’s Impact Assessment of the new Directive.
